If you choose to install both sets of voices, additional disk
space on your hard drive is required.

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Modify, Repair or Remove SOLO Files on a
Windows Computer
If you insert the SOLO CD into the CD drive any time after your
initial installation, your computer checks to see if it is already
successfully installed. If SOLO is already installed on your

computer, you cannot install it again; you can choose to do
one of the following:

e Add new features
* Remove existing features

e Re-install all program features installed by the previous setup
to repair any damaged files

¢ Uninstall SOLO

NOTE: These features are available on a computer with Windows
XP only; you cannot use these features on a Macintosh.
